You will be notified of the outcome as soon as possible and if successful a funding offer letter will be developed, and a date set for the project’s induction meeting.

Please note: it is envisaged that this process will take approximately 2 months depending on the complexity of the project and the calendar of Southern Oxfordshire Local Action Group Decision Group meetings.

All efforts will be made for this process to occur as quickly as possible, and the applicant will be kept informed throughout.







( Who are the Southern Oxfordshire Local Action Group?


The Local Action Group (LAG) is a ‘multi-sector’ partnership who oversee the delivery of the Southern Oxfordshire LEADER Scheme.
